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Thank you very much for your questions to the Problem. We amended the Problem
reflecting some of the questions which we received by October 7. Please visit our website
to see the amended version of the Problem.

We wish to adjust and improve the Problem through Q&A processes with you.
However, many questions are not specifically replied. The current version of the Problem
contains sufficient issues to be disputed or discussed. We do not want the Problem to
become unnecessarily complicated by answering all the questions, even if some of them
may be considered important in practice.
