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Thank you very much for your questions regarding the Problem. We amended the
Problem and Confidential Information reflecting some of the questions which we
received by October 11.

We received a great many questions, but we have not specifically addressed a
considerable number of them . The current version of the Problem contains sufficient
issues to be disputed or discussed. We do not want the Problem to become unnecessarily
complicated by revising to address all the questions, even if some of them may be
considered important in practice. Also, we received many questions which attempt to
add facts which may give advantages to one of the parties. We are careful not to amend
the Problem in a manner that would provide some advantage to one party unless such
amendment is absolutely necessary to clarify the situation. Also, we have not addressed
questions for matters we expect participants to consider by themselves or when the
answers should be reasonably clear from the context.
