2. arRT 4 v a VIRBIFBEREIZOWVWT (Facts in the Competition)
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The Problem is a simulation, taking place in an imaginary world, with the arbitration and
negotiation to be held in limited lengths of time, so some of the situations presented in this
case may be at variance with the real world. With this in mind, the fictional facts and
situations presented in the Problem should be treated as fact for the purposes of this
Competition.

Not all the facts are specified in the simulated case of the Problem. The unspecified parts may
be supplemented by content that could be reasonably inferred from the Problem, the facts and
general understandings in the real world. However, the purpose of this Competition is NOT to
discuss whether some facts are true or not.

While certain facts not outlined in the Problem can be agreed upon by the competing parties,
effort should be given NOT to debate whether some facts are true and other facts are not.

In some cases, the judges may decide the facts in order to expedite the Competition

proceedings, and in such cases the continuing discussions will be based on the decided facts
